Cleaning 

 

• Along with the cleaning operatives complete both cyclical and reactive cleaning across Turning 

Tides residential and Hub services. This includes within communal areas of the services, such as 

bathrooms, kitchens, hallways and landings. 

 

• Complete VOID cleans to vacant rooms within residential services, to ensure that rooms are 

available to let as efficiently as possible.

• Be responsive to the different needs of each individual service. In many services clients are 

encouraged to complete the cleaning of communal areas, so tasks within these services will 

need to be led with discussion with project staff and managers to ensure that the cleaning 

service is responsive to their individual needs.
